EXPLORING BELFAST

At the heart of the city
centre is Belfast City Hall.
Opened in 1906, it hosts
a visitor exhibition that
tracks the city’s history,
offers guided tours of the
Council Chambers and

is home to the Titanic
Memorial Garden. After

Place and Royal Avenue,
or the Victorian St

designed.



Exploring a city can be tricky if you don’t know your way around,
or even what to look out for.

Home to Queen’s
University Belfast, the
area is abound with
tranquil parks and
gardens. Come face-
to-face with dinosaurs,
meteorites and
Spanish sailors with a

visit to Ulster Museum.

Stroll through the
Victorian Palm House
in Botanic Gardens,
take in an art-house
movie at QFT, relax in
one of the many cool
coffee shops or enjoy
great live music or
stand-up comedy at
the Empire Music Hall.

The neighbouring
Lisburn Road offers
the ultimate designer
shopping experience
dotted with a selection
of cafés, artisan delis,
salons and wine bars.

Straddling North and
West Belfast, the Shankill
is home to a wide
collection of painted
murals depicting the
social and political
history of the area.
Places of interest
include the Old Shankill
Graveyard, dating back
to the 14th century, the
Shankill Memorial Park
and the ancient Bullaun
Stone. St Matthew’s
Church, built in 1872, is
nearby and is known as
the Shankill Shamrock
due to its unique design
and distinctive shape.

Botanic Gardens

Botanic Gardens is an important
part of Belfast’s Victorian
heritage and a popular meeting
place for residents, students and
tourists. It is home to the Palm
House and the Tropical Ravine.
The Tropical Ravine contains
some of the oldest seed plants
around today, as well as banana,
cinnamon, bromeliad and orchid
plants. The listed building dates
back to 1887 and has been
restored with many of its original
Victorian features reinstated

and preserved.

The Palm House contains a
range of tropical plants, hanging
baskets, seasonal displays

and birds of paradise, and is
one of the earliest examples
of a glasshouse made from
curved iron and glass.

Lyric Theatre

The Lyric Theatre is Northern
Ireland’s only full time producing
theatre. With its continually full
programme, there’s always a
production worth seeing no
matter when you visit. The theatre
has breathtaking views of the
River Lagan and its gourmet

café makes the venue well

worth a visit on its own merits.

Lisburn Road & Botanic Avenue

Lisburn Road and Botanic Avenue
are two must-visit spots in South
Belfast, each with its own charm.

Built by Charles Lanyon in
1857-58 to meet the spiritual
needs of visiting sailors, this
part church, part maritime
museum has a pulpit shaped
like a ship’s prow, a brass ship’s
wheel and binnacle (used as

a baptismal font) salvaged

from a WWI wreck and the
ship’s bell from HMS Hood.

This stunning building dates
back to 1847, and you can visit
an exhibition in the Heritage
Room which celebrates 400
years of Belfast’s maritime
history, detailing Belfast’s
emergence as a major port
and the city’s subsequent
growth and development

as an industrial hub.

The dry docks where
Belfast’s shipbuilding
industry was born date back

to 1800-1826. Both docks
were used to work on ships’
hulls and the workshop

was designed for working
on the rigging of sailing
ships. The area has now
been transformed into the
City Quays development,
home to a mix of commercial
offices, shops, cafes,
restaurants as well as the AC
Hotel by Marriott Belfast.

The beautiful blue scales on
the Salmon of Knowledge
(affectionately known as The
Big Fish) are made up of
ceramic tiles depicting scenes
from the city’s history. Legend
has it that if you kiss the fish
you'll gain all of its wisdom!

A wide, modern foot and

cycle bridge connecting

the city centre with Titanic
Quarter. Beautifully illuminated
in the evening, take a seat
and enjoy the views of the
city from the River Lagan.

You'll find 6 Game of Thrones
stained glass windows dotted
along the Maritime Mile, from AC
Hotel past Titanic Studios to HMS
Caroline. Take a stroll to rediscover
the most iconic moments from the
saga immortalised in stained glass.

The three buoys are estimated

to be around 80 years old,

and would have been used by
mariners to find a safe channel to
and from port. Recently restored
to their original colours, they have
been installed as a permanent
display at Abercorn Basin.

The last remaining White Star Line
vessel, SS Nomadic, has been
restored to her original glory and is
back home in the historic Hamilton
Dock, near Titanic Belfast.

Come on board and experience
over 100 years of authentic
maritime and social history.




The Maritime Mile starts on the city side
of the river, connecting Belfast’s historic
Sailortown to the Titanic Quarter. Take
a walk through this storied area and
uncover the rich history and legacy of
the city’s shipbuilding tradition.

With the launch of four
exciting new themed galleries,
guests will delve deeper into a
reflective journey of the hopes

Behind Titanic Belfast you'll
find the historic slipways
where these famous ships
were built and launched over a
hundred years ago. Containing
many original features, a
Memorial Garden illustrates the
proportion of Titanic’s victims
and survivors from each of the
passenger classes and crew.
The outline of the sister ships
illuminate at night and are the
perfect space to reflect.

The original red brick building is
a truly authentic part of Titanic’s
story. Harland and Wolff had
two main drawing offices within
the building, Drawing Office

Two is now the vibrant heart of
the hotel where you can relax
and enjoy lunch, dinner or even
a cocktail or two. This breath-
taking room is where many of
the world’s most famous ocean
liners, including RMS Titanic,
were painstakingly designed.

This former lighthouse

optic is a unique heritage
object with significance to
Belfast’s economic industrial
maritime past. Originally
serving both Mew and Tory
Island lighthouses, the optic
is the largest of its kind ever
constructed and dates back
to 1887. It is lit all year round
and has amazing views over
Belfast Harbour and Lough.

In the heart of the Maritime
Mile, Thompson Dock and
Pumphouse- the home of
Titanic Distillers. Inspired by
the people who worked in
Belfast’s shipyards more than
a century ago- you will now be
able to walk in their footsteps
in the very pump-house and
